= We are still on track to cease operations by April 2026. He is unsure what the state is going to do. He did
recently attend an Industrial Association Meeting with Siva Gunda, California Energy Commission, as the

guest speaker.

e  Melissa Manke Fimbres, HSE Director

= The refinery was recently awarded the AFPM Safety Achievement Award for 2024.

= Melissa shared a presentation on the Benicia Refinery Regulatory Agencies and Jurisdiction and
provided information on the frequency and some topside information regarding the reporting. It
was asked that those details and time lines be added to the presentation. The current presentation
on the CAP website is the final version and includes the requested data.

Discussion included Nustar and Sunoco’s ownership/responsibility for the tanks.

Remediation is managed by the Water Board and we would not expect that the reporting would
continue if the refinery is empty; though the permit will clarify requirements. There was concern
expressed with the empty pipelines and Lauren shared that we work with this all of the time and
are aware of rules and expectations. Benicia will not have the remediation issues of other
refineries because the site has been well maintained.
